THE SHEDHEDRD S YOICE

Dear Parishioners,

Today we are celebrating “Divine Mercy
Sunday”, a devotion close to the heart of St. John
Paul II. We will be looking at that striking image of
Jesus with the two rays of light, white and red,
streaming from his side.

They recall the water and blood that came
forth from Jesus when the centurion’s lance pierced
his side. The Church has always seen this as a sym-
bol of the Sacraments of Baptism and Holy Eucha-
rist, through which the graces of the Lord’s redemp-
tive act are applied to us.

The gospel for this Sunday reminds us of
how forgiveness is granted to us in the community of
believers, in the Church. The apostles, upon seeing
Jesus on the night of Easter, were dumbfounded and,
I am sure, somewhat fearful of what the Master had
to say to them. What a relief it must have been for
them to hear the word “Peace!” and understand that
their failures had been forgiven and they were being
sent forth to forgive others in his name.

The Church continues that mission of forgiv-
ing in the name of the Lord Jesus in the sacrament of
Reconciliation. Remember the commandments of
the Church to receive Holy Communion during the
Easter season and to confess at least once a year.
Isn’t this a good time for you to experience the mer-
cy of God through the sacraments?
