THFE SHEDHERD S VOICE

Dear Parishioners,

Today’s gospel brings us back to a very famil-
iar situation and a crucial response from Jesus. A
scribe, seemingly well-intentioned, asks the Master to
summarize the Law, to give him the key to under-
standing all the religious laws of Judaism.

Jesus’ answer is so familiar to us that I sup-
pose we could recite it along with the reading of the
gospel at Mass. In essence he says love God with
everything you have and love others as you love your-
self.

We think of love as an emotion; Jesus is
speaking of an act of the will. This is about a whole-
hearted faithfulness and loyalty to God in all things.
It is love in action. Unless God is Lord of all, he is
not our Lord at all!

The love of neighbor puts flesh and blood on
our words. It offers concrete proof of our love for
God, a proof God himself has asked for.

Love and respect for our neighbor, for all oth-
ers, hinges on our respect for our own dignity, be-
cause we are commanded to love our neighbor “as
ourselves”.
