Today we enter into the most sacred
week of the entire Church year, so sacred that
we call it “Holy Week”. We will commemo-
rate Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem,
celebrate the Mass of the Last Supper and ac-
company him into the Garden of Gethsema-
ne. We will observe all the physical and
emotional torture of Christ’s passion and
watch as his lifeless body is reverently laid in
the tomb. And we will return at Easter to
find that tomb empty and the world trans-
formed by the hope of new life.

This 1s the paschal mystery, dying and
rising, the very center of our Christian faith,
the meaning of our baptism, and the pattern
of our lives as disciples of Jesus Christ. This
i1s the mystery the liturgies invite us to ob-
serve and to embrace.

Will we be there with Christ? The dis-
ciples, remember, fell asleep while Jesus ago-
nized in prayer, and ran away when the Tem-
ple guard came to arrest Jesus. None but
John was to be seen on Calvary. Can we
make time for prayer and liturgy this week to
show the Lord that we will stand beside him
even in the most difficult of circumstances?
He, the Lord of love and mercy, was faithful
to his Father and to us, his followers, to the
bitter end.
