THE SHEPHERD’S VOICE  
  

Dear Parishioners,  
 

 Today Jesus shares an allegorical story of a 
king who prepared a marriage feast for his son.  In 
Jewish tradition the marriage banquet, with its rich 
foods and fine wine, its gathering of family, 
friends, and neighbors, had become a symbol for 
the blessings of the messianic times, and Jesus used 
it as his primary symbol of the kingdom of God, of 
heaven. 
 We Christians can clearly see the connec-
tion with the Eucharist.  The king, God the Father, 
is generous in inviting people to his table, but is 
offended by the many who refuse to come.  The 
excuses sound like what we hear today: I have to 
work; I have family obligations or chores; Sundays 
I shop; the children have sports…  these things, of 
course, are more important than time spent in the 
presence of God, and at his personal invitation. 
 And we are told one man is expelled for not 
wearing the garment the king had provided for him, 
the white robe of baptism.  He has, it seems, not 
lived out his baptismal commitment, and so is 
judged unworthy. 
 We who read this, have responded positive-
ly to the Lord’s invitation to his eucharistic ban-
quet.  Do we come each week, bearing the fruits of 
a life rooted in Jesus Christ?
