THE SHEPHERD’S VOICE  
Dear Parishioners, 
 This Lent the readings of cycle B of our 
Lectionary will invite us to consider our cove-
nant with God.  “Covenant” is a word that is 
rarely used today outside of religious circles.  
It describes a very serious, solemn agreement 
between two parties, in this case between God 
and the people he chose for his own, Israel. 
 God made this covenant with Noah, 
then Abraham, and renewed it with Moses, 
Joshua, and David.    Prophets such as Jeremi-
ah, Ezekiel and Hosea continually called the 
people back to observe the covenant.  In brief, 
the Lord said, “I will be your God and you will 
be my people.”  God would see that his people 
prospered, and they would worship no other 
gods, and would observe all his command-
ments. 
 At the Last Supper, and the next day on 
Calvary, Jesus renewed that covenant in his 
blood, and his disciples became the new Peo-
ple of God. 
 This Sunday we are asked to go apart 
with Jesus to the “desert”, where it is quiet and 
we can be still, to consider how faithfully we 
are living the covenant we entered through 
Baptism.  Does God hold the first place in our 
lives or have other gods come before him?  
Are we truly keeping the commandments?  
What needs to happen in our lives if we are to 
repent and really live by the gospel of Jesus 
Christ?
