THE SHEPHERD’S VOICE  
 

Dear Parishioners,  
 I recently ruined a morning by looking at the 
Daily News’ Photos of the Year (2020), 48 pages of 
disease, natural disasters, and civil unrest.  What a 
year!  I found myself echoing so many others and say-
ing to myself, “I’ll be glad when this year is over!” 
 

 The truth is that you and I both realize that 
the situation will not change magically on January 1st; 
improvement will take time and a concerted effort 
from a large number of people. 
 

 What, then, can we do about this?  I think the 
Church points the way to a solution for us in the litur-
gies of Mary, Mother of God (New Year’s Day) and 
the Epiphany.  The answer lies in the attitudes of 
Mary and the magi, which are surprisingly similar: 
they were able to look very deeply into events and un-
derstand how God was working. 
 

 After the visit of the shepherds to the stable, in 
the quiet of the night, Mary pondered all of the recent 
unexpected events.  To use Luke’s words, “Mary kept 
all these things, reflecting on them in her heart.”   

 The magi, astrologers who constantly searched 
the skies, noticed a bright star (the conjunction of 
planets?) and concluded that a hero had been born, a 
king.  The star directed them to Judea; Herod’s advi-
sors referred to the scriptures and pinpointed Bethle-
hem.  Once there, before the baby, they offered homage 
and gifts fit for a king and a God, but one who would 
suffer death. 
 

 Both Mary and the magi used their native wits 
and drew upon the grace of God to look very deeply 
into current events and understand the plan of God.  
They should be our example in these difficult times.  In 
our prayer we should be asking ourselves questions: 
What might God be doing through these disasters?  
What does he want from us?  How should I respond to 
this crisis time?  Where do I see good in all of this?  
Are these events bringing me closer to salvation?  
Heavy questions, I realize, but important ones if we 
are to continue together on the way home to our God.

FEAST OF THE 
EPHIPHANY OF  

THE LORD  
Sunday, 

 January 3RD, 2020 
The Feast of the Epiphany of Our 
Lord Jesus Christ is one of the 
oldest Christian feasts, though, throughout the centu-
ries, it has celebrated a variety of things. Epiphany 
comes from a Greek verb meaning "to reveal," and all 
of the various events celebrated by the Feast of the 
Epiphany are revelations of Christ to man.  Like 
many of the most ancient Christian feasts, Epiphany 
was first celebrated in the East, where it has been held 
from the beginning almost universally on January 6. 
Today, among both Eastern Catholics and Eastern Or-
thodox, the feast is known as Theophany—the revela-
tion of God to man. 
 

Epiphany originally celebrated four different events, 
in the following order of importance: the Baptism of 
the Lord; Christ's first miracle, the changing of water 
into wine at the wedding in Cana; the Nativity of 
Christ; and the visitation of the Wise Men or Magi. 
Each of these is a revelation of God to man: At 
Christ's Baptism, the Holy Spirit descends and the 
voice of God the Father is heard, declaring that Jesus 
is His Son; at the wedding in Cana, the miracle re-
veals Christ's divinity; at the Nativity, the angels bear 
witness to Christ, and the shepherds, representing the 
people of Israel, bow down before Him; and at the 
visitation of the Magi, Christ's divinity is revealed to 
the Gentiles—the other nations of the earth. 
 

Eventually, the celebration of the Nativity was sepa-
rated out, in the West, into Christmas; and shortly 
thereafter, Western Christians adopted the Eastern 
feast of the Epiphany, still celebrating the Baptism, 
the first miracle, and the visit from the Wise Men. 
Thus, Epiphany came to mark the end of Christmas-
tide—theTwelve Days of Christmas, which began 
with the revelation of Christ to Israel in His Birth and 
ended with the revelation of Christ to the Gentiles at 
Epiphany.  Over the centuries, the various celebra-
tions were further separated in the West, and now the 
Baptism of the Lord is celebrated on the Sunday after 
January 6, and the wedding at Cana is commemorated 
on the Sunday after the Baptism of the Lord. 
 

In many parts of Europe, the celebration of Epiphany 
is at least as important as the celebration of Christ-
mas. In Italy and other Mediterranean coun-
tries, Christians exchange gifts on Epiphany—the day 
on which the Wise Men brought their gifts to the 
Christ Child—while in Northern Europe, it's not unu-
sual to give gifts on both Christmas and Epiphany 
(often with smaller gifts on each of the twelve days of 
Christmas in between).
